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Remember...

Often in the scriptures we are reminded to remember. We are to remember what God has done
for his people. Remember the instructions of the master. Bring to remembrance the race that is set
before us and the prize that awaits those who continue to be faithful.

The Church calls us to remember those who have preceded us in the faith and to look to their
example as a sign or guidepost for our discipleship. Since the inception of the LBW the celebration
of the life and ministry of the saints has become of greater emphasis. Particularly during the
Season after Pentecost, the Green season of growth, are we given the opportunity to reflect on
the saints whose lives are instructive for our spiritual journey.

This month, on the 15" of August we honor Mary, Mother of Our Lord. It is taught that in the
person of the Virgin Mary, the church has seen an image of itself, the representative of the
community of the faithful, a model of what each Christian ought to be: prayerful, humble, joyfully
submissive to the will and word of God, devoted to her son and loyal to him even when she did not
understand him. The honor paid to her goes back to the earliest days of Christianity and because
she is the mother of the Redeemer she is accounted preeminent among the saints. More is known
about Mary than about most of the apostles.

Early in the Christian era, the church honored her with the Greek title theotokos, meaning God-
bearer. The honor paid to Mary as theotokos and mother of our Lord goes back to biblical times,
when Mary herself sang “from now on all generations will call me blessed” (Luke 1:48). Mary’s life
revealed the presence of God incarnate, and it revealed God’s presence among the humble and
the poor. Mary’s song, the Magnificat, speaks of reversals in the reign of God: the mighty are cast
down, the lowly are lifted up, the hungry are fed, and the rich are sent away empty-handed.

Let’'s gather together in worship on the 15" and join the church in heaven and on earth celebrating
the discipleship of Mary and receive, from the bounty of God’s grace, the Sacrament of the Altar
and the gift of a pie and ice-cream reception in honor of The Mother of Our Lord, following
worship. Please be reminded to remember August 15, 2010—the day of Mary, Mother of Our
Lord.

July 17th was a great day at the Habitat for Humanity build in Harvard!

Tina Olson organized a good group of people
to help work on Habitat House #18 on Sage
Street, which will be home to the Jason and
Katie Berger family, pictured at left. We
were tasked with putting in the windows and
doors, finishing sheathing the roof and
installing the roof baffles and constructing
"nets" to catch the blown in insulation so it
doesn't blow out the eaves. Since Habitat is
trying to earn energy star ratings on this
house, we also had to caulk the joints where
the wall and floor met as well as where the wall
and ceiling met.

Chris and Tina Olson, Dave and Debbie Oelert, Nancy Koepple, Tina Peterson, Jeremy Ritzert,
Joseph Neal and his friend Nathan came on behalf of our church. A delicious and refreshing lunch
was prepared and delivered by Carol Heuer and Ann Katzenberg on behalf of WELCA.

Working with other Habitat volunteers, we were able to complete most of our assigned work. We
were interested to learn that Thrivent for Lutherans has provided $100,000.00 in funding for this
house and has also provided $100,000.00 in funding per house for several other houses in
McHenry County in the past three years. This is the last year of Thrivent's $10,000,000.00 four
year grant program to support Habitat for Humanity internationally.

You must be 18 to work on site (16 and 17
year olds may work on site with the consent of a parent, but may not work on ladders or use
power tools).

Some years ago Lutheran Brotherhood and Aid Association for Lutherans (AAL) combined to form
Thrivent. It is Fraternal and therefore it is 'people helping people'. Members can invest in life
insurance, disability income insurance, long term care and annuities. Some profits, that otherwise
would go for income tax, are directed back to churches, school, not-for-profit organizations, etc.

Funds now come back to communities through "Care in Communities". Requests can be given to
our Advocates, Carol Runyard or Carol Heuer, who will type them up and send them to our Board.
The Board will decide if and how much will be given. Thrivent members from six households
must work on the project, in order to receive funding.

Voting by members has already taken place for "Thrivent Choice". A poster will be in the Narthex
to show amounts and recipients. At this time members having only mutual funds will not be able to
get 'Choice dollars', to give back to congregations, pre-schools, colleges, etc. If you have other
insurance items listed previously, you will be notified how much you can direct and you can divide
it to go to more than one recipient.
