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From the Church Properties Committee

Over the past year your property committee, with the help of various members of the
congregation, completed a number of projects that needed to be addressed before winter. We
want to thank everyone that donated their time, materials and financial support to complete this
work. However, there is still much more work to be accomplished. We, the congregation of Grace
Lutheran, have the responsibility to maintain our church home, building and grounds, to insure we
have a place to worship regularly and safely and to welcome guests and new members.

The property committee has identified a number of other projects that we believe would be
appropriate for members of the congregation to volunteer to work at on their own e.g. painting the
meeting room, daycare railings, etc. A display board with these “Adopt a Project” projects is in the
Narthex. We encourage you to sign up to adopt one of these projects with your friends or family.

Your property committee is now focused on the other work required to address some long-needed
repairs on our church home. We have developed potential material and labor cost estimates for
the projects required to repair the building and grounds. We have prioritized these projects along
with their potential costs and will present them at the June 27" congregational meeting. The costs
were derived by obtaining quotes from various sources. Once a decision is made to proceed with
a specific project, competitive bids would be obtained to select the contractor or provider to be
used. Not surprisingly, the parking lot repair/repaving is the major cost item and not appropriate for
volunteer installation. Due to the anticipated high cost of this project we have identified the costs
for various sections of the parking lot/driveway areas, so that we can look at the costs of doing the
work over time in a phased approach.

We want to make you aware of the repairs that need to be accomplished to maintain our church
property in good repair. We recognize that the total costs we have identified are substantial. The
required work will need to be spread out over time, in particular the parking lot/driveway repairs.
We also need to recognize that many of the mechanical systems (heating/air conditioning units,
water heater, etc.) are approaching the end of their useful life.

We need to begin the funding process for this work, including current maintenance needs. We are
asking not only for your financial support, but also any support with equipment, labor skills, and
material that you may be able to provide. With God'’s help and your commitment and support we
can move forward with this work.
